Your team

An appearance point is earned by a player whether he starts a match or joins at any stage.

Any player on the defence list who makes an appearance in a game in which Notts County keep a clean sheet earns 2 points.

Any player on the attack list who makes an appearance earns a point for each goal the Magpies score in that game. 

There are more chances to earn points, in Cup matches this year as well as in League Two – that’s FA Cup, Carling Cup and Johnstone Paint Trophy. Scoring begins with the trip to Luton on August 23rd and finishes at Morecambe on April 18th. 
The overall winner will be announced at the final home game against Dagenham and Redbridge.
Substitutes
As well as your first team of six, choose three other players to be “on the bench.”

If any teams have an equal score, the number of points earned by the substitutes will determine which team is higher.

Your subs may be any position, but you must nominate an order (1, 2, 3 on the application form.)

Then if one or more player(s) in your first team leave the club, his place will automatically be taken by a substitute in your nominated order (irrespective of the player’s or substitute’s position.)

Note that this only applies where a player leaves the club – if he is injured or goes out on loan he will not be replaced by a substitute.

Prizes
There’s a “money-can’t-buy” prize for the winning manager (or a nominated representative if a group entry) who will be invited to travel on the team coach and play a full part in the day for an away game. This will most likely be the trip to Wycombe but circumstances may delay the prize until early in the 2009/10 season.
There will also be a mid-season prize for the manager whose team is at the top of the table at that stage.

On top of all that, Magpie Manager of the Month prizes will be awarded throughout the season.

Transfers
There will be a mid-season transfer window for you to make a few changes to your squad. Details will be supplied nearer the time.

Any new players joining Notts County, who are not included on this initial list, may become available in that transfer window.
“Local rivals”
If you know any friends or family who are also entering a team you can nominate them to be your “local rivals.” 
It’s helpful if you indicate the relationship – father, daughter, cousin, friend etc. If your team gets a mention in the column in the matchday magazine, their progress can be especially compared with your rivals.

This does not affect the scoring, or your team’s position in the main table, it may just help you to see how you are faring against those you particularly want to beat!
